Shift 
lengths and the number of hours worked vary seasonally.

Training and security screening will begin in May 2026. Schedule will be around 40h per week. End of 
contract will be in August 2027.

Your responsibilities

As a Wildlife Control Officer (WCO), you will be using various tools and methods to mitigate the risks posed 
by wildlife hazards at 8 Wing and Mountain View Detachment. Your daily duties will contribute to keeping 
the runways safe for airport personnel and the public. Your tasks will include, but may not be limited to, the 
following:

• Learning and developing skills relative to wildlife abatement and dispersal methods, including but 
not limited to the discharge of pyrotechnics, the deployment of falconry birds, and trapping 
activities;

• Identifying wildlife, collecting data on species, and abatement interventions;

• Handling, flying and husbandry of falconry birds;

• Maintaining company vehicles and other equipment in safe working order;

• Completing forms and daily activity reports, on computer and on tablet.
